If you believe you may have fallen 
victim to a phishing attempt, there are 
a few steps to help you regain access 
and secure your account. Scan your 
computer for spyware and viruses and 
if anything is found, record what was 
found. Ensure your operating system 
and browsers are up to date. If the 
Phishing attempt is regarding your 
PenTeleData email account, you can 
visit our Account Management page at 
www.ptd.net/accountmanagement to 
change your password.

What’s a Skeuomorph?
Have you noticed that your camera phone makes the 
shutter sound every time you take a photo? It’s an example 
of skeuomorphic design. It imitates the sound of an analog 
camera, even though that sound isn’t necessary to take a 
photo with your phone.
Skeuomorphism is a technique used in design where objects, icons, and 
buttons mimic their real-world counterparts. It helps us improve hu-
man-computer interaction, which was important back in the 1980s when 
the personal computer was a new concept for almost everyone. Compa-
nies like Apple tried to minimize the learning curve by creating elements 
and icons that would look familiar to users. Steve Jobs loved skeuomor-
phism because he believed it made technology easier for people to use.
Some other fun examples of skeuomorphs include the delete icon that 
looks like a trash can or recycle bin, the digital keypad mimicking a me-
chanical combination dial on an electronic safe, the floppy disc as the icon 
to “Save” files, the analog looking clock on an Apple watch, the post-It 
notes in note-taking apps, the calculator look on a smartphone, and the 
digital manila folder for saving documents.
The use of skeuomorphs is common. Once you start to look…they’re 
everywhere!

Jim Thorpe, located in the heart of the Pennsylvania Poconos, is the 
county seat of Carbon County. 
Originally named Mauch Chunk, after an old Lenape name for the area meaning “Bear 
Place.”, the borough was renamed Jim Thorpe in 1953 in honor of Olympic medal winner, 
James Francis Thorpe. In addition to its title as one of the Most Beautiful Small Towns in 
America and the “Switzerland of America,” visitors frequent Jim Thorpe for hiking, biking, 
white water rafting, skiing, and horseback riding. The Flagstaff Mountain provides a beau-
tiful setting with nature and parks galore. Guests can boat, fish, swim, and camp near 
area lakes. In addition to the historic Old Jail Museum, Mauch Chunk Museum, No. 9 Coal 
Mine & Museum, and Eckley Miner’s Village, don’t miss the Asa Packer and Harry Packer 
Mansions. The Lehigh Gorge Scenic Railway, Old Mauch Chunk Train Station and Mauch 
Chunk Opera House also offer historically significant entertainment.
