of Mrs. T's, Ted Twardzik, always remembered the lines of
people wrapped around local churches to buy pierogies,
and thought it was the perfect food to share with the
ones you love.

in business, and working at a top New York accounting
firm, Ted decided to move back home to Shenandoah.
Later that year, Ted sold the very first pierogies to his local
grocery store in Shenandoah, PA, and to honor his mother
Mary Twardzik — the Mrs. T — he called his company Mrs.
T's Pierogies. Now, 70 years later, Mrs. T's Pierogies is the
largest producer of frozen pierogies, producing more than
600 million pierogies a year.

When you dial 811, your call is forwarded
to the One Call Center in your area for
processing. Local One Call Center oper-
ators record the location of the dig and
then notify the affected utility compa-
nies of your digging plans. Your utility
companies then dispatch a professional
locating crew to mark the approximate
location of your lines within a few days.

Pennsyl-
vania law follows the Common Ground
Alliance Best Practices for Temporary
Marking (ANSI standard Z535). White,
proposed excavation; Pink, temporary
survey markings; Red, electric power
lines, cables, conduits and lighting ca-
bles; Yellow, gas, oil, steam, petroleum
or gaseous materials and hazardous
materials; Orange, communication, alarm
or signal lines, cables or conduits and
traffic loops; Blue, potable water; Purple,
reclaimed water, irrigation and slurry
lines; and, Green, sanitary and storm
sewer lines.

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Safe Websites:

We do it several times a day, but do you ever stop to think about
the websites you are visiting? Don’t be fooled on April 1st or any
other day! Be aware of fake website links and addresses.

Maybe a link just seems “a little off.” It may look like something you've seen before but asks
you to enter a password. Maybe it asks you for personal information. Hackers take advantage
of the way we expect the web to work to steal our data or attack our computer. It's easy to
fall victim to scams. Here are a few tips to avoid fake or malicious websites:

v" Check the web address (otherwise known as the URL). A missing letter, a typo, and,
in some cases, serious grammatical errors are clear signs that the site is not secure —
that it is likely a scam attempt. In some cases, fake addresses replace characters, for
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example, changing the “0” to a zero.

v" Links in email messages, text messages, instant messages, and pop-up ads may take
you to websites that look legitimate but are not. Instead, type the address yourself or
use your own bookmark or favorite.

v" Look for third party seals of approval, such as the Better Business Bureau Online and
TRUSTe. These should be clearly posted and link to the organization that created
them. Be wary of reputable merchants that use the seals without permission.

v" Check for the lock icon and “https:” in the web address to verify whether the site uses
a secure connection, especially for payment information.

v" Beware of hostnames containing numbers.

v" Be careful of hostnames that have strange endings. (For example, numbers or letters
other than .com, .org, .edu, etc.)
